1.0 Opening Comments
· Intro

· Code of Ethics  & Conflict of Interest

· Approval of Minutes
The Nadcap Personal Code of Ethics and Conflict of Interest and the agenda were reviewed. 

A motion was made to approve the October 2009 Planning and Operations minutes. This motion was seconded and the minutes from the October 2009 Planning and Operations meeting were approved as written.

2.0 Review of Open Action Items from Previous Meeting  

There are currently no open action items.
3.0 Deep Dive
· Review of Task Group Succession Plans

The task group succession plans were reviewed. It was noted that the work in the task groups need to be shared and fresh perspective is needed and it is good to change chairs every few years. NMC is also reviewing succession plans for the Sub-Teams. The task group succession plans will be reviewed at every February meeting moving forward. For more details please see the attached.
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· NCR Accepted On-Site
Arshad Hafeez advised that auditors feel that when an NCR is accepted on site that it’s done in a rush and can potentially become a repeat finding. 

CT – Jack Saunders reported that Coatings does allow for NCRs to be accepted on site, however there are set guidelines that auditors must follow

WLD – Ralph Kropp advised that Welding currently do allow for NCRs to be accepted on site, but agrees that this practice should go away.

NDT – Phil Keown reported that NDT allows for NCRs to be accepted on site but would like to see that go away to reduce potential for repeat findings.

CP – Bob Koukol advised that Chemical Processing allows for NCRs to be accepted on site by auditors however it does not happen that often, and it would not make a difference to the task group to keep this practice or do away with it.

COMP – Mike Bemis reported that the Composites allows for the practice of NCRs to be accepted on site but it doesn’t happen that often and it wouldn’t make a difference to the task group if the practice remained or went away.

HT – Doug Matson advised that Heat Treating does allow NCRs to be accepted on site, but it is rare and it could be done away with.

ACTION ITEM: Task Groups to discuss doing away with NCRs being accepted by auditors on site. This item will be revisited at the next Planning and Operations Meeting.
4.0 Other Issues / New business/ Discussion 
· 
Auditor Access to Specifications 
Arshad reported that only three commodities need access to specifications. PRI is currently looking into costs and use of ASTM only and adding others as necessary or the use of IHS. The IHS access is view only. 

It was mentioned that it is nice to have the specifications in advance of the audit as well as having the most up to date specification. NDT advised that it puts its requirements directly in its checklists so Industry Specifications are not needed. Chemical Processing reported that not only is it nice to have the access but access to historical revisions would also be required as some suppliers are not using current revisions because it’s not flowed down.

PRI noted that cost is not a motivator; it’s about what’s right and what is needed regarding access to Industry Specifications.

ACTION ITEM: PRI to continue to evaluate access to Industry Specifications and determine costs and close action by June 2010.
· Request TGs discuss Special Projects with Standardization Sub-Team prior to launch
Kevin Ward advised the task groups before they start working on activities and launching any sub-teams to discuss the activity or sub-team with himself or another Standardization sub-team lead. The task groups are to ask the question “Is this activity unique or is it something that would apply to all task groups?” 

The Heat Treating Task Group stated that sometimes a hot topic comes up and the group doesn’t want to wait eight months for the Standardization Sub-Team to work the activity. Kevin Ward asked the task groups when this comes up, the groups are to contact him and he will give an immediate response. 
· Oversight Audit Changes

John Haddock discussed changes to the 2010 Oversight Audit. All task groups will be audited in 2010.  Active member surveys will be sent to task group and NMC members. The team will be collecting and collating results of Prime Observation audits for analysis. PRI’s Internal Audit system will also be audited. The current plan does not include desktop audits or a one day audit at PRI Headquarters. For more details please see the attached presentation.
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Heather Meyer asked if the Planning and Operations meeting should be reversed to have the Task Group Chairs lead the meeting and the NMC members are guests.

Phil Keown advised that in the past Planning and Operations meetings were run by the Task Group Chairs but Standardization works most of the issues now instead of the task groups. 

A proposal was made for the first hour of the meeting to be Task Group Chairs, Vice Chairs, Staff Engineers and a facilitator from PRI. The NMC members would then join the meeting for the last hour for briefings and feedback to the NMC. This proposal was accepted by the NMC.
ACTION ITEM: June 2010 Planning and Operations meeting to be re-structured.  Task Group Chairs, Vice Chairs, Staff Engineers and a facilitator from PRI to attend first hour of P&O meeting and NMC members to join meeting for the last hour for briefings and feedback to the NMC.
Phil Keown advised the NMC of an issue the NDT Task Group is having in that an auditor prepares for an audit and goes into the audit only to find that the supplier has changed all of their procedures and now all the work the auditor has done is worthless. A suggestion was made to set a rule for suppliers that any changes made to a supplier’s procedures must be sent electronically to the auditor within 30 days of the audit.

ACTION ITEM: NDT Task Group issue of suppliers changing procedures before audit, to be put on June 2010 Planning and Operations meeting agenda.

Mark Rechtsteiner reported that the NMC has not given any guidance to the task groups regarding Checklist Criteria. The go forward plan was accepted and the NMC is not asking that everything be changed at one time. The requirement will eventually be incorporated into the command media. It was also noted that if an NMC member has an issue with a task group ballot due to the Vision Criteria the NMC member should not reject the ballot but should contact the Task Group Chair for clarification.
A request was made for PRI to look into electronic voting for task groups.

ACTION ITEM: Jon Steffey to look into electronic voting options for the task groups.
ACTION ITEM: The NMC Chair will assume the responsibility for capturing agenda items for future Planning and Operations meetings and make Task Group Chairs aware of topics in advance.
