SEALANT APPLICATION SPECIAL PROCESS AND SEALANT APPLICATOR PERSONNEL 
QUALIFICATION – OPEN
The SLT has proposed the creation of a Sealant Application Special Process Task Group. During the NMC Sealant report out, the Task Group Chairperson invited users and suppliers  interested in learning more about this proposal to attend this session. An overview of the proposed program that includes personnel training, personnel certification, and general audit requirements was presented and is attached below. Attendees asked if this proposal was limited to fuel sealing or open to other types of sealing such as electronic boxes. The Task Group responded they are open to any suggestions. The Sealant Task Group needs to determine the number of primes willing to participate in the development such a program and eventual mandate of the program. The number of suppliers and personnel expected to be trained and audited will also need to be determined. 
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It was suggested a simple survey be developed and forwarded to NMC members to determine their level of interest in the proposal. A Sub-Team was formed to develop the survey consisting of K. Purnell, A. D’Ambrosia Furman, K. Defranco and S. Redward. Attendees also suggested the Sealant Task Group meeting in Singapore be moved to the end of the week to eliminate some attendee conflicts with other Task Group meetings.
