This discussion will center on the changes introduced in ASTM E18-03.  Some of the issues to be discussed are:


1.  With the introduction of the NIST values, the cause and effect to those performing hardness testing of meeting specification requirements (ASTM E18-2003).



2.  The Carbide Ball requirement:  For Rockwell and Brinell hardness, how values have changed, specifically for the Rockwell “B” Scale, which could be significant.  With the imminent release of the NIST SRM’s for “B” Scale, only carbide balls can be used (no steel balls).  This will result in the shift of hardness testing values (ASTM E18-2003).


3.  The use of portable testers when traditional methods or machines cannot be used – how the use of portable testers affects specifications and values.
