Staff Engineer Ford presented the Task Group new members introduction pack.

3.0
eAuditNet UPDATE
PRI Form, s-frm-16 was discussed. Currently this states the following times allocated for audits to be conducted: AC 7114, /1, /2, /3, /4. – 1 day for each method. Pre-penetrant etch – 1day

There was discussion pertaining to audits not conducted in the auditors’ native language.

Motion Made by Pete Torelli and seconded by Andrea Steen that s-frm-16 was reviewed and approved.

Motion Carried Unanimously

There was discussion around the procedure review for scheduling audits for suppliers without an approved, current and recognized, Quality System. Currently completed audits are withheld for up to 45 days for suppliers without such a system. Phil Keown is to take this item to NMC at the Planning and Operations meeting.

Scott Sullivan has an outstanding concern regarding audit failure mode ‘E’. Mark Aubele stated that this is being addressed. 
Phil Keown presented a series of initiatives suggested by the NMC Standardisation sub-committee. Scott Sullivan and Andy Statham volunteered to work with the Standardisation sub-committee to forward these ideas.

SUPPLIER EXTENSION REQUESTS / ADVISORIES
A supplier has requested an extension to their audit for 2007. The TG asked for the request to be resubmitted three moths prior to Certification expiry.

PRIME PARTICIPATION – SITE VISITS
General discussion took place regarding primes attending audits as observers who were not members of the NDT task group and their conduct. It was stated by staff that NOP 007 will be sent to the Auditor and the observer prior to commencement of the audit attached to the letter sent by scheduling. This letter would also be sent to all task group members for information. 

ACTION ITEM: All Staff Engineers to ensure that NOP 007 is referenced in emails to observers.
Staff Engineer P. Ford emphasized that e-mails sent to them by PRI were not for general distribution.

Staff Engineer P. Ford asked all primes present if they had a problem with their details being posted in the newsletter. No primes had a problem with the information presented. All currently posted will remain.

Scott Sullivan requested more information on the score sheet to be provided in the compliance area regarding details of documents researched and reviewed by the auditor. Mark Aubele agreed that this was possible. Score sheets can be made available to both the TG and the individual auditor if requested.

Other Business


NTGOP requires complete review during the July meeting.

The Fasteners TG checklist has been discussed with Jeff Conrad.  The current checklist has minimum NDT content as it is intended for suppliers who do not have an NDT mandate. It is important that all Primes who mandate NDT on Fastener suppliers ensure they are receiving the appropriate NDT audit.

Scott Sullivan commented that a disproportionate amount of time had been spent on the NDT STSTG, and agendas had not been followed. A suggestion was made that the Supplier symposium should be held either earlier or later in the week. However it was noted that since now the suppliers were running the symposium, the schedules should not clash. 

Phil Keown commented that if the NDT STSTG does not perform adequately, (as judged by presenting an effective symposium in July) then their charter will be revoked. 

It is felt that consideration should be given to availability of interpreters at future Nadcap meetings.

Staff Engineers requested that ALL Primes send a listing of their current specifications, and current revision level. The actual specifications are not being requested, only a list. 
ACTION ITEM: All Primes to send to PRI a list of their current specifications and revision level.
Mark Aubele stated that a supplier had not provided a listing of their NDT equipment because they were concerned that it would contravene ITAR regulation. Mark is to contact the relevant Prime to see if they can obtain a copy of the listing. 

ACTION ITEM: Mark Aubele to contact the relevant prime to see if a copy of the listing can be obtained by 

them. 
There was a technical question from a supplier regarding the interpretation of specification ASTM E 1390. It was noted by the TG that ASTM E 1390 was a guide, not a requirement.

AS 7003
There was discussion regarding the Chairpersons review and paragraph 5.1.3. Phil Keown will ensure that when the review takes place it is recorded in the TG minutes. The review shall be tabulated. This issue is to be added to the agenda as an on-going issue for review at each meeting.
ACTION ITEM: PRI Staff  to include an item in the agenda for the review of membership. 
Motion Made by Bob Hogan, and seconded by Andrea Steen that; ’The NDT Task Group requires participating members attend 1 meeting per year’. It is assumed that attendance at meetings means ‘on site’ attendance at meetings.

Motion carried by majority


AC 7004 has been revised and updated. Redundant sections 19 and 20 have been removed.
Discussion ensued regarding whether the TG should have a procedural requirement for the maximum time allowed to be elapsed before a follow up audit is executed. Currently there are some follow up audits taking months to schedule. There was a consensus of opinion that follow up audits should be scheduled to enable the follow up to take place within 30 days. Mark Aubele is to request this from scheduling.

ACTION ITEM: Mark Aubele to request from scheduling that all follow ups be scheduled within 30 days

where possible.

The Mentoring Charter was presented and the suppliers in attendance were asked if they were willing to mentor new suppliers. One supplier present volunteered to be a mentor and her name was forwarded to the appropriate individual at PRI.

NDTSTSTG REPORT 
Ryan Soule and Andy Bakewell presented a report on the NDT Supplier Technical Sub Task Group (STSTG).  

The action on Mark Aubele regarding the operational procedure for STSTGs had been passed to Don Buehler of PRI who was involved in the drafting of a procedure.

ACTION ITEM:  Andy Bakewell to contact Don Buehler at PRI regarding development of STSTG operating procedure.
The action on Dave Mitchell under item 5.0 of the previous STSTG minutes to lead an ad hoc group to develop a ballot system is open.
ACTION ITEM:  Dave Mitchell, assisted by other STSTG Members, to ensure that a ballot system is in place for the election of STSTG officials in January 2007.
The action on Dave Mitchell to review ASNT and Nadcap Meeting Schedules was briefly discussed and it is believed that there may be some adjustment to schedules starting in 2008.  Mark Aubele was requested to report back any developments to NDT STSTG.
OPEN ACTION ITEM FROM JANUARY:  Dave Mitchell action to contact ASNT regarding clashes.
ACTION ITEM :  Mark Aubele to report back on developments in scheduling of regular Nadcap meetings.
The action on Andy Bakewell under item 9.0 of the previous STSTG minutes was discussed.  Andy Bakewell reported that there had been a setback in the UK with a change in the structure of the Society of British Aerospace Companies where it was hoped a forum could be established.  It was hoped that the development of regional representation may be encompassed within the operating procedures for the STSTGs.  Phil Keown noted that the system may be in its infancy in Asia and in this region it may help if a Prime could assist in co-ordination of suppliers.  
ACTION ITEM:  Phil Keown to investigate the possibility of Prime representatives assisting in co-ordination of suppliers in the Asian Region to give better regional representation on NDT STSTG.
ACTION ITEM:  Andy Bakewell to request the drafting committee of the STSTG operating procedures to consider Regional Representation.
STSTG New Business

Audit Observers

It was noted that in some cases Audit Observers were not operating in accordance with NOP 007.  Although NOP 007 clearly defines the procedure it was not evident how this is communicated to the Observer prior to the audit.  Andy Bakewell proposed that as part of the scheduling of observation it should be made clear to observers that the procedure existed and should be followed.  It was also suggested that this should be made clear to the Supplier at the time of scheduling audits to ensure that they too are aware of the procedure.  Mark Aubele (PRI) noted that this item would be covered in auditor training and Andy Bakewell noted that at this time there were no guidelines to auditors regarding observed audits.

ACTION ITEM: Mark Aubele to include “observed audits” in auditor training schedule.
Auto Schedule System

It had been noted that in Europe a considerable number of NDT audits have been rescheduled by PRI due to auditors’ varying availability.

Flow Down of Prime Requirements

In some cases second or lower tier suppliers had reported that the Prime requirements were not adequately flowed down for NDT purposes.  In some cases suppliers felt that the lack of important information presented a problem.  The customer purchase order information was known by the Nadcap accredited sub tier supplier to be inadequate or insufficient to meet prime specifications.  

AS 7003

It was noted that AS 7003 had been revised and re-issued.  In the revision there is no requirement for AC check sheets to be accompanied by a “matching” AS standard.  There was some concern that with the forthcoming “Baseline” that it would now be up to individual primes to create or adopt some specification or standard that would be adequately audited by the agreed Baseline Checklists.  It was emphasized that the major objective of Baseline was to create a uniform set of requirements for suppliers and these must be communicated to suppliers in a form that can be verified by the agreed check sheets.

Vision Requirements

It had been noted that the FAA in the USA had commissioned a report on vision requirements that could affect NDT personnel.  The proposal resulting from that work was that the Snellen Test should be used in place of the Jaeger Test but the full requirements were not yet apparent.  Some technical comments were made about the typefaces used and the methods proposed.  Greg Rust noted that the working group developing the next revision of NAS 410/EN 4179 were aware of this and were discussing the matter.  He invited any technical comments to be addressed to that group and was requested to report back to NDT STSTG with developments. Ryan Soule noted that some primes had additional more stringent requirements called up in governing documents (not specifically NDT controlled documents). Bob Hogan noted that these “out of line” requirements were receiving some attention within Honeywell but the outcome was not known at this time. 

Greg Rust offered to report any developments in vision requirements in draft of NAS 410/EN 4179.
Auditor Training

Under a previous item (Audit Observers) it was proposed that Auditor Training should include information regarding Observed Audits. Mark Aubele informed the meeting that this would be discussed during the Auditor Training agenda item within NDT Task Group.

A comment had been received from a supplier that it would be helpful if Auditors could receive some more practical training in certain areas.  It was felt that auditor knowledge regarding some practical control checks was “limited” and could be improved in order to achieve better consistency.  The point was made that resources are limited during Auditor Training sessions, however it was felt that it may be possible to include some practical sessions.

Circulation of Information
Andy Bakewell noted that the information available, particularly to Supplier Members of Task Group was very limited regarding items scheduled on the agenda for meetings.  It was felt that in some cases agenda items were formulated as a result of closed prime discussion.  This resulted in the User Members being “prepared” for the topics of discussion but the Supplier Members having no idea.  Topics such as points of clarification or interpretation of prime requirements would be examples and where these are relevant to all suppliers it was felt that there should be some mechanism for disseminating this information to all Task Group members.

Staff Engineer P. Ford did a presentation on Customer Support Initiative (NCSI) 2005 Results.

NDT SUPPLIER SYMPOSIUM 

This was a well attended event, with approximately 44 Suppliers in attendance. The sessions were lively and interactive, with valuable input from all attendees. Thanks to all those who presented, and special thanks to Xiangning Kong of Rolls-Royce (China) Limited and Jeff Su of GE Aviation, who provided translation services.

WEDNESDAY, APRIL 26, 2006 (OPEN MEETING)
19.0      BASELINE CHECKLIST AND STANDARDS REVIEW
Scott Sullivan asked if there was a possibility of publishing the AS’s through an Aerospace accreditation body other than SAE, discussion ensued. Phil Keown suggested that Scott pursue this possibility but that we would continue on the current path of publishing the AC’s utilizing AS7003. Further debate ensued around under what scheme the AS should be published in.

Motion Made by Trevor Hiscox and seconded by Bobby Scott to change the current AS into an Auditor Handbook (HB).

Motion Carried Unanimously


After the editorial changes, the HB will be sent out on a 14-day affirmation ballot. Only the AC will be sent to the NMC.


During this discussion, the question of what ‘type’ of document the Prime supplements are to be published as. This issue was not resolved.


Other Business

The subject of Open Forums on the PRI website that are not functioning was raised by Andy Bakewell. Mark Aubele raised concerns that there is already an overload of information on the website. Mark Aubele to investigate what other TG’s are using them for, who can post to them etc.        

ACTION ITEM: Mark Aubele to investigate the usage of forums.

Standardization:
The presentation received by Phil Keown was discussed. The TG agreed on suggesting the following changes to the NMC standardization proposal. 

Definitions for Non-conformances – 3 possible methods
#1 

•Major
-The absence of, or systemic breakdown of, the Process Control and/or Quality Management system.

-Any non-conformance where the effect is potentially, or judged to be detrimental to the Integrity of the product.
•Minor

-A non-systemic lapse in conformance to the process control system and/or Quality Management system.
The NDT Task Group ask the NMC to also consider the following proposals:

#2. That on any finding the auditor should perform a risk assessment that would disposition the severity (Major or Minor) of an NCR. Differing criteria would carry differing weightings appropriate to the gravity of the risk.

#3. That the definitions of ‘Major’ and ‘Minor’ NCR’s are abandoned, and a new definition of ‘Finding’ is instigated. All findings would be weighted the same, and require objective evidence to be submitted prior to the NCR being closed.

Merit Criteria 18 months (Based on New definitions of Major / Minor)

•No Non-sustaining corrective actions in current or previous Audit. 
•All Findings on most recent re-accreditation audit must be per required supplier time frames, no supplier delinquency. (Staff & task group cycle time not counted)

•No level 3 Advisory, Product Performance/Safety Alert or government issued advisories during the current or previous Audit.  
•Major Changes that affect system stability require Task group evaluation.

•Follow up audits or Major Changes that affect system stability Require Task group evaluation.

Merit Criteria 24 months (Based on New definitions of Major / Minor)

•Supplier must meet all criteria noted for an 18-month accreditation.
•Sustained merit for the 2 previous 18-month cycles.

•The current audit shows a total of six (6) or less NCR’s per audit.

Quorum and Voting 

•Administrative Activities
-Checklists, Policy, Command Media, Election of Officers, etc.)

-No Suppliers may be used to establish Quorum (Suppliers May Not hold office)

-Quorum is 50% of the user-voting (UVM) members on the task group roster. 

-1 vote for each user member

-Task group approves supplier voting members

-Suppliers may make up no more than 1/3 of the voting members present (Including Proxy)

-A simple majority is required to pass

•Operational Activities
-Audit package review, Failure, Advisories, Suspension, Auditor hiring, etc.

-No Supplier votes

-A minimum of 3 user members

-A two-thirds majority is required to pass.
