3.1.3 Presented the top ten NCR’s

· An updated NCR Pareto chart was presented which detailed the most recurring findings to date for Composites audits conducted.  The section in which finding was the most prevalent was “Do the design requirements and revision meet P.0 requirements”. This was the checklist question that had the highest number of findings overall. When comparing initial and reaccred audits, material storage findings have not shown an improvement between initial and  reaccred audits; all other top ten NCR’s show improvement for reaccred audits.
