No requests for accreditation extensions.
Auditor advisory 07-06 was discussed. This advisory provides clarification that digital radiography is not part of the Nadcap NDT Film Radiography audit.

Auditor Advisory 07-07 was discussed. This advisory notifies auditors that the Prime Matrix has been updated.

Staff requested an ad-hoc panel to discuss appeal to audit #117566.

The panel was formed and will meet after the PM session closes.

Supplier advisory #1103 was discussed.

Discussions regarding ASTM 1742-06 paragraph 6.13.1 reference the location of shim/IQI. ASTM have a clarification on this requirement, which is to be published in the next issue of  ASTM E1742. 
Clarification of our checklist question to be made to the handbook.
ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to modify handbook accordingly.
Chairperson Keown presented issues regarding time frame for audits conducted in countries where English is not the 1st language. To be discussed at next NMC meeting.

ACTION ITEM: Phil Keown to address issue during next NMC meeting.
Ultrasonic Phased Array is not covered in the current checklist. An ad-hoc panel was set up to review this subject. Members include Ron Levi, Doug Ladd, Pete Torelli, Dave Vaughn, Thierry Jacques, and Yves Esquerre.
ACTION ITEM: Adhoc panel to review Ultrasonic Phased Array techniques for checklist inclusion.
Digital / Real Time Radiography is not covered in the current checklist. An ad-hoc panel previously set up to review this subject is encouraged to continue and establish a checklist for this RT method.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to notify adhoc panel of decision from the Task Group.
Pat Thompson reported that ASTM are working on a standard for calibration of NDT equipment.

USAF metrology lab state that it’s not possible to calibrate UV-A meters to +/- 5% because of the standard deviation of 4 to 1.  Discussions ensued as to the practicality of calibrating to this requirement. Further investigations are required and discussions with calibration sources to be carried out and reported at the next meeting.
ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to investigate calibration of UV-A meters with calibration sources.
Refer to Tuesday Closed session for additional new business items.

NEW BUSINESS (Continued)

Reference audit 119942 – Supplier contested NCR 11 Task Group resolved that this NCR is valid.

Chairperson Keown reported on Suppliers requesting audits to Prime supplements when they do not hold approval for that Prime. It was recommended that all Primes should check “My QML” to review status.

It was also reported on those suppliers who fail to state all those Primes they are approved to and therefore the Prime Supplement is not answered. Task Group agreed at the April meeting that suppliers are subject to additional cost to perform the supplemental audit at a later date or loose approval from that prime.

Staff Engineer Ford reported that AC7114/3 paragraph 5.1.5 refers to manipulator calibration. Clarification was requested regarding “Is the manipulating equipment verified to ensure angular control of the search units to within one degree in two mutually perpendicular directions?” It was decided this is only required when contour following is performed or angle beam inspection. This issue is N/A to flat plate and composites. 
ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to include resolution in the discussion database created.
It was reported that chemical providers are providing TAM/TESCO panel photographs (Baseline with new materials) using the chemicals of the suppliers. Staff Engineer Aubele reported on a letter from a chemical provider (BABBCO). Discussion ensued as to the acceptance of this method of producing the Baseline photograph. Long Discussion ensued. The Task Group resolved that this was acceptable provided that the photograph is obtained utilizing the supplier’s own materials, is one to one, color and is representative of the results produced by the suppliers own system. Clarification to be added to the handbook. 
ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to add clarification to handbook.
Chairperson Keown reported on an e mail from ASTM regarding an offer to raise an industry standard checklist. Chairperson Keown replied that the NDT Task Group is only interested in Aerospace not industry in general and that the checklists in use reflect the requirement of the Prime Users.

Staff requested that paragraph 5.2.4 & 5.2.6 of AC7114 to be amended to add an N/A as not all personnel would have previous examinations/certifications. This change to be balloted to the Task Group during the next update.

HANDBOOK COMMENT/RESOLUTION
Proposed revisions dated 14th July 2007 to AC7114 and HB7114 were discussed.  These proposals are following observations that have been made since implementation of the baselines.

Clarification was requested regarding AC7114/2, 5.5.9 and fasteners manufacturers: Is 100 ft-candles/1000 lux, or more, available at the part surface for visual verification of magnetic particle indications? It was decided this is not applicable to fastener manufacturers as any parts with indications are sent to the laboratory where the part is cut up. An N/A is to be added to the above question and clarification added to the handbook.

AUDITOR TRAINING – OCTOBER

The scenarios collated by the Sub Teams to be formatted by Staff and sent to Task Group for agreement.

ACTION ITEM: PRI Staff to format scenarios and send to Task Group.

USER MEMBER SUPPLEMENTS

New comments and proposed changes since the last ballot were presented. Task Group to submit any other requirements into the supplements before ballot is issued to the prime user members. When changes have been approved the supplements will be balloted to NMC and then issued and made available on eAuditNet. 90 day implementation will apply. 

ACTION ITEM: Task Group to provide modifications / additions to the supplement checklists by August 2nd. PRI Staff to issue ballot and address comments accordingly. 

Where Primes have specific requirements pertaining to forbidden use of a technique, i.e., do not allow the use of form “B” developer, etc., this needs to be procedurally defined only when specified in the Primes supplement.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to include resolution in the discussion database created.
17.0
ADDITIONAL NEW BUSINESS ITEMS
Clarification was sought regarding the use of aerosols for Magnetic Particle Inspection. The Task Group agreed this was acceptable and that the concentration and contamination checks are not required. An N/A is to be added to the checklist and the Handbook annotated to reflect this situation.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to modify handbook accordingly.
Clarification was sought regarding the use of one NIST calibrated film strip for the master and the in use. The standard and/or our checklist does not define if this is acceptable. The Task Group decided that if there was no visible damage to the strip, there is no requirement preventing someone from utilizing this as the master and the in use strip. 

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to include resolution in the discussion database created.
Information was sought regarding difficulty in the calibration of some luminence meters. Several members related stories of their own but no clear solution was arrived at. 

Clarification was sought regarding if angulation of probes during ultrasonic hand scanning using a stand off was required. It was stated that industry specifications require angulation to maximize on any indications detected.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to include resolution in the discussion database created.
Clarification was sought regarding the use of borescopes with regard to the UV-A output. The Task Group agreed to add a requirement that 1000 µw/cm ² to be available at the inspection surface.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to modify checklist & handbook accordingly.
It was requested that the supplement questions be included in the main checklist. Staff Engineer Aubele to investigate if this can be improved.

ACTION ITEM: PRI staff to investigate the inclusion of supplemental questions on the main checklist
