Task Group decided the auditors should be involved in creating the Audit Handbook for AC7202. Working on this handbook will be part of the July 2008 auditor training program. 
6.0     AUDITOR TRAINING 
2008 Auditor Training will be in Pittsburgh PA the week of July 21. 

There will be 8 hours of Sealant specific training.

Task Group requested that their Staff Engineer Keith Purnell become qualified as a sealant auditor. The Task Group voted to waive the auditor candidate interview and agreed the Staff Engineers experience was sufficient with no additional training being specified. Staff Engineer will witness one audit and conduct the second audit to become an auditor.

7.0 SEALANT MANUFACTURING PROCESS FLOW CHART
There was considerable discussion between primes and suppliers on the creation of a flow chart. Suppliers say this information is proprietary. Primes were not looking for proprietary information just the basic outline of the process. Objective was to create a flow chart of the sealant manufacturing process that would be compared to the AC7200/1 checklist. Comparison would assure the checklist is addressing all areas of the sealant manufacturing process. No progress was made in creating the flow chart so the Primes agreed to draft the document.
ACTION ITEM: Sub-Team formed: Alessandra D’Ambrosia-Furman, Kent DeFranco & Alan Fletcher to draft the sealant manufacturing process flow chart.

Nadcap Management Council (NMC) is currently working on standardizing: 

NOP-011 Audit Failure Process

NOP-008 Audit Merit Program

NOP-003 Delegation to Audit Report Reviewer

All three of the above procedures have been balloted and NMC will address all ballot comments at this meeting. 

Task Group reviewed NOP-011 and its NCR failure numbers and agreed they were correct. Failure numbers may need to be changed in the near future because of the release of a new revision of AS7200/1 and new AC7202 checklist.  Failure numbers voted on and approved were 4 Majors and 8 total NCR’s for initial and re-accreditation audits.

NOP-008 was reviewed and the Task Group agreed with its content.

NOP-003 was reviewed and there was considerable discussion on delegation. 

Task Group voted to delegate its Staff Engineer per the criteria specified in the balloted version of NOP-003. Audits will be submitted for Task Group review for 7 days then closed with or without votes by the delegated engineer. Chairperson completed a t-frm-99 to document Keith Purnell as a Delegated Audit Report Reviewer.

11.0      NTGOP-001 APPENDIX 7

The Task Group balloted NTGOP-001 Appendix 7 to NMC. 16 votes and required to close the ballot but only 8 votes have been received (7 approvals and 1 disapprovals) Disapproval is on paragraphs that were not revised. 

ACTION ITEM –Staff Engineer to contact disapproving NMC member and request they only comment on the revisions made on the limited scope ballot of Appendix 7. Other paragraphs commented on will be addressed in future revisions of the Appendix. PRI Staff to contact NMC members that have not voted or waived their vote to obtain the additional votes required to close the ballot.
